THE EXPLANATORY NOTE

 
The document status

 
The approximate program on stories is made on the basis of a federal component of state standard (basic) general education.

The approximate program concretizes the maintenance of subject themes of the educational standard, gives approximate distribution of class periods on sections of a course and recommended sequence of studying to those and sections of a subject taking into account intersubject and intrasubject communications, logic of educational process, age features of pupils. The approximate program promotes realization of the uniform concept of historical formation, keeping thus conditions for вариативного constructions of courses of history and display of the creative initiative of teachers.

The approximate program carries out two basic functions:

Information-methodical function allows all participants of educational process to receive representation about the purposes, the maintenance, the general strategy of training, education and development of pupils by means of the given subject.

Organizational-planning function provides allocation of the grade levels, recommended structurization of a teaching material, definition of its quantitative and qualitative characteristics on each of stages, including for drawing up of thematic planning of a course, substantial filling of intermediate certification of pupils.
The approximate program is a reference point for drawing up of author's curriculums and textbooks, and also can be used as the working program at thematic planning of a course by the teacher. It defines an invariant (obligatory) part of a training course. The variativnaja part of a course is formed on the basis of a reserve of the free school hours established by the approximate program (15,7 % from total amount of class periods). Construction principles вариативной course parts are defined or authors of curriculums and textbooks, or independently teacher (if it uses the approximate program as the worker). Thus authors of curriculums and textbooks can offer and own approach to structurization of a teaching material within the limits of the basic thematic blocks established by the program, definition of sequence of studying of this material, ways of formation of system of knowledge, abilities and ways of activity, development and socialization of pupils.

 
Document structure

 
The approximate program includes three sections: the explanatory note; the basic maintenance with approximate (in Modalities "not less") distribution of class periods on sections of a course and recommended sequence of studying of thematic blocks; requirements to level of preparation of graduates.

Subject general characteristic

Historical formation plays the major role a step of the basic general education from the point of view of personal development and socialization of pupils, their familiarizing with national and world cultural traditions, integration into historically developed multinational and multiconfessional community. In the course of training at pupils the bright, emotionally painted images of various historical epoch are formed, there is a representation about outstanding figures and key events of the past. Knowledge of historical experience of mankind and a historical way of the Russian people are important and for understanding of modern public processes, orientation in dynamically developing information field. The history course at a step of the basic general education is a part of concentric system of historical formation. The state standard (basic) general education doesn't assume teaching at elementary school of any separate course or the educational module on stories. The substantial line «Fatherland History» is included in the obligatory maintenance of a course "World around" – as studying «separate, most important and bright historical events; pictures of a life, work, traditions of people during different historical times». In requirements to level of preparation of graduates of elementary school ability «is fixed only to describe the separate (studied) events from Fatherland history». Thereby, studying of a historical material in a course "World around" doesn't allow to solve complex problems of propaedeutic formation. Taking into account it, the approximate program of historical formation at a step of the basic general education assumes input of the propaedeutic module «That the history» in V class studies.
The parity of the maintenance of historical formation at steps of the basic and full general education is defined taking into account a principle of continuity of historical formation and specificity of each of them of these steps. Studying history at a step of the basic general education pupils acquire the historical knowledge resulted in the elementary spatially-chronological system, learn to operate with historical terminology according to specificity of certain epoch, get acquainted with the basic ways of the historical analysis. Teaching material selection reflects necessity of studying of the brightest and significant events of the past characterizing specificity of various epoch, the cultures which have historically developed of social systems in this step. History studying at a step of the full general education allows to systematize knowledge of pupils of a historical way and mankind experience, to make representation about various models of studying of the historical past, to develop skills of work with various types of the historical information. Thus both on steps of the basic general education, and in the senior classes history studying should be focused first of all on personal development of pupils, use of potential of a historical science for socialization of teenagers, formations of their world outlook belief and valuable orientations.

 
The basic substantial lines of the approximate program in V-IX classes are realized within the limits of two courses – «Stories of Russia» and «the General history». Their synchronously-parallel studying with possibility of integration of some themes from structure of both courses is supposed. The internal periodization within the limits of these courses considers developed traditions of teaching of history and necessity of the balanced distribution of a teaching material. Taking into account psihologo-age features of pupils and requirements of intersubject integration the approximate program establishes approximate distribution of school hours within the limits of three stages (V-VI, VII-VIII and IX classes) and large thematic blocks.

At the expense of school hours from a regional (national-regional) component (not less 35ч) studying of a special substantial line «native land History» is supposed. This substantial line is provided by state standard of the general education and in an obligatory minimum of the maintenance of the standard isn'ted in the italics, that is focused on obligatory studying, but isn't subject to inclusion in requirements to level of preparation of graduates of the basic general school. «The native land history» is studied or as a part of the integrated training course "Study of local lore" with VI on IX class, or as the module of regional studies in a history course in IX class.

Feature of historical formation at a step of the basic general education is necessity of the organization of preprofile preparation of pupils. This problem dares in IX class at the expense of school hours from a regional component and an educational institution component.
Realization of the program of historical formation at a step of the basic general education assumes wide use of intersubject communications. Integrativnoe interaction of courses of history and social science allows pupils to generate complete representation about dynamics of development and historical conditionality of modern forms of public life, critically to perceive the received social information, intelligently to study variety of models of the behavior existing in a modern multicultural, multinational, multiconfessional society. Use of potential of intersubject communications of courses of history and geography expands knowledge of pupils of laws of the spatial organization of the world, fixes ability to operate statistical and maps and sharts. System formation интегративных communications of history and subjects educational areas "Philology" considerably raises communicative potential of process of training, allows pupils to master at higher level stylistic and is figurative-expressive features native and foreign languages. The knowledge expands with pupils of a historical context of process of spiritual creativity their possibilities at studying of a course of the literature, and also subjects of educational area "Art".

 
The purposes

History studying at a step of the basic general education is directed on achievement of following purposes:

• education of patriotism, respect for history and traditions of our Native land, for the rights and freedom of the person,

To democratic principles of public life;

• development of knowledge of the major events, processes domestic and a world history in their interrelation and chronological continuity;

• mastering by elementary methods of historical knowledge, abilities to work with various sources of the historical information;

• formation of valuable orientations during acquaintance with historically developed cultural,

Religious, ethno-national traditions;

• application of knowledge and representations about historically developed systems of social norms and values for life in polycultural, полиэтничном and a multiconfessional society, participations in intercultural interaction, the tolerant relation to representatives of other people and the countries.
Subject place in the basic curriculum

 
The federal basic curriculum for educational institutions of the Russian Federation takes away 350 hours for obligatory studying of a subject "History" at a stage of the basic general education. Including: in V, VI, VII, VIII and IX classes for 70 hours, from calculation of 2 class periods a week.

The approximate program is calculated on 350 class periods. Thus in it the reserve of free school hours in volume of 55 class periods (or 15,7 %) for realization of author's approaches, use of various forms of the organization of educational process, introduction of modern methods of training and pedagogical technologies is provided.

Results of training

 
Results of studying of a subject "History" are resulted in section «Requirements in level of preparation of graduates» which completely corresponds to the standard. Requirements are directed on realization деятельностного and личностно focused approaches; mastering by pupils by knowledge and abilities, significant for their socialization, the world outlook and spiritual development, allowing to be guided in the world around, claimed in an everyday life.

The heading "Nobility/understand" includes requirements to a teaching material which is acquired and reproduced pupils (a substantial component of the approximate program is constructed taking into account two-level model of an obligatory minimum of the maintenance of the standard of historical formation – italics designates that part of a teaching material which is obligatory for studying, but isn't object of control and an estimation of knowledge of pupils).

 
The heading to "be able" includes the requirements based on kinds of activity, corresponding to the purposes of historical formation and psihologo-age features of pupils on a foot of the basic general education (including: to tell, show, reveal, compare, define, explain).

In a heading «to Use the acquired knowledge and abilities in practical activities and an everyday life» the requirements connected with personal lines and world outlook installations of pupils, beyond educational process and not subject to direct check are presented (including: for understanding of the historical reasons and historical value of events and the phenomena of modern life; uses of knowledge of a historical way and traditions of the people of Russia and the world in dialogue with people of other culture, a national and religious accessory).
